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Abstract
The study aimed to identify the effectiveness of professional education in
raising the level of academic achievement, on the reading skill of students
of the first stage of the basic education stage in Port Sudan, Eastern Unit,
and to identify statistically significant differences at the level of (0.05)



between the average scores of the experimental group that used the method
of technical education And the average grades of the control group students
that used the traditional method in the post application to test Arabic
reading skills.
The researcher relied on the experimental method. (The design method of the
experimental and control groups), and to apply the study tools (the Arabic
reading skill test and an exam prepared by the researcher) where the study
sample was chosen by the intentional method and they were divided into two
groups, one of them as an experimental group (20) students studying using
the method of teaching proficiency and the other control group (20 ) A student
studying in the usual way, one of the students of Al-Thawra West School.
The study found the following results:
1. There are statistically significant differences at the level of (0.05) between
the mean scores of the experimental group that used the technical education
method, and the average scores of the control group students that used the
traditional method in the post application to test Arabic reading skills for the
benefit of the experimental group.
2. There are statistically significant differences at the level of (0.05) between
the mean scores of the experimental group in the pre-application and the post-
application of the Arabic reading skills test in favor of the post application.
3. There are statistically significant differences at the level of (0.05) between
the mean scores of the control group in the pre-application and the post-
application of the Arabic reading skills test in favor of the post application.
4. The use of the mastery learning strategy in developing reading skills in the
Arabic language in the second cycle, the basic education stage.
The researcher recommends using the mastery learning strategy in
developing reading skills in the Arabic language, especially in the second
cycle. And attention to developing reading skills in the Arabic language in
the basic stage, especially the lower classes (the second episode) in particular.
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
