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Abstract

The study dealt with the implications of disposing in the place of the
sale contract. The problem of the study is about what forms and cases of
contractual liability verification based on breach of obligations resulting from
disposing of the place of the sale contract after its conclusion, in light of the
recent pictures of sale and how to deal with the impact of disposition in the
place of the sale contract before,The Sudanese legislator and Islamic
jurisprudence, in addition to the trends of jurisprudence and judiciary, followed
In this study the descriptive and analytical approach, and the study came out
with several results, the most important of which are: The obligations
incumbent on the seller under the sales contract are in principle guarantees for
the benefit of the buyer so that he can benefit from the sale so that the seller is
responsible when breaching that Obligations and that the seller may dispose of
the sale after selling it in a manner that will not be able to deliver it to the first
buyer, and that this a serious breach of his obligation to deliver the sale. The
study also made recommendations, including the necessity for the legislator to
issue a law on sales called “the law regulating sales contracts” dealing with the
various and many sales that occur In daily life, as well as the allocation of
specialized courts whose mission is to consider disputes that arise between the

parties to the sales contract to resolve them quickly.
