Abstract

The study examines the impact of forensic evidence on
homicides and aims to clarify the role of forensic medicine in
proving homicides and the importance of forensic medicine in
achieving criminal responsibility in terms of integrity and
transparency among opponents by extending the law to all.

The researcher followed the analytical method and the most
important results were:

1 - 1Forensic medicine is a means of proof in criminal matters used
by the investigator and the judge in matters of a purely technical

nature because of its role in the field of criminal proof.



2- The absence of a reference body for forensic medicine in Sudan,
which led to the low level of administrative and professional him, in
the Sudan and the lack of material and human resources.

The most important recommendations were:

1- Establish a forensic advisory council comprising the judiciary,
the Ministry of Justice, the Ministry of Health and the Ministry of
the Interior, and rehabilitate forensic cadres in all the states of
Sudan, while providing them with the material and human
resources.

2- Enacting a law regulating the forensic profession in Sudan.
