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Abstract

deterioration instability in Eastern Sudan, how peace can contribute in
achieving development, and to determine the necessary efforts needed for
achieving the required development in Eastern Sudan.

The research utilizes analytical descriptive method that depend on

collecting data and information from both primary sources though observation
and questionnaire and secondary sources. It also uses Statistical Package for
Social Sciences (SPSS) in data processing and analysis.

The most important research results include:

The presence of a wide development gap between Eastern Sudan
compared to other areas of Sudan.

The main reasons root causes that lead to development delays, and
persistent  underdevelopment of Eastern Sudan involve;
Mismanagement and planning, central negligence, mist-exploitation
and mis-utilization of available resources. This in addition to drought,
desertification, desert creep, wars, and conflicts.

migration, displacement, vagrancy waves among and within Eastern
Sudan States.

Peace has considerable role in facilitating the provision of basic
services such as education and health, and birdliming persistent rural
development gaps in Eastern Sudan.

Open a wide door for women participation in the development of
Eastern Sudan.

Maximum utilization redirection of all NGOs development supports
towards integrated rural development programs in Eastern Sudan.

Adopt a very clear and well-defined training policy for human
resources development vi-a-avis infrastructure development in Eastern
Sudan.
