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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to identify the logistical role of the Port Sudan port in
serving the transit trade of the land locked neighboring countries and to
identify the suitability of the existing logistical facilities and activities to
serve this trade, and the extent of benefiting from this service.

The researcher followed the descriptive and analytical approach in
collecting and analyzing data statistically by using the statistical
packages program SPSS, where information was collected from primary
sources represented in personal interviews and questionnaires, and
secondary sources represented in books, references and statistical
reports.

The study reached a number of results, the most important of which are:
Port Sudan port has logistical and competitive capacity in providing
services to transit trade.

The infrastructure of the components of the transport sector enables the
trade of the closed neighboring countries to be served.

- The legislative and legal environment in Sudan is considered a catalyst
to attract and serve the transit trade.

The study recommended the following:

- The need to continue providing logistical services at Port Sudan port to
serve the transit trade.

- Work to develop and increase the components of transport to facilitate
the process of transporting transit trade to and from neighboring
countries.

Interest in and striving to improve the legal policies that regulate and
serve the transit trade.
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
