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Abstract

The study aims at identifying the role of commercial banks in financing small
projects according to the experience of the Nile Bank for Trade and
Development and suggested some solutions to the problems faced by
commercial banks in financing small projects.

The study relied on the descriptive analytical method using simple ratios to
analyze data from primary sources via the questionnaire, secondary
references and the Internet in addition to the case study that addresses a
specific circle and examines it extensively.

The study reached the following results:

- There is a significant role for commercial banks in financing small projects in
the Red Sea State

- Nile Commercial Bank provides the necessary financing and increases its
shares for small projects.

- The tightness of the feasibility study is very important to ensure the granting
of applicants to finance small projects

- Training and qualifying financiers on management, marketing and
monitoring the progress of funded projects.

The study made the following recommendations:

- Work to strengthen the units of financing small internal projects in
commercial banks, by following up the level of performance of those projects
in the state.

- Updating legislations and laws to ensure transparency and clarity of
microfinance policies.

- The need for the management of the Nile Commercial Bank to establish
training courses for applicants to grant micro-finance.
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
