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Abstract

This study addressed the problem and obstacles that are facing the
nurseries in port Sudan from aspects of production distribution and
losses of nursery plants . the study aimed at increasing the production of
nurseries and how to develop them through setting modern techniques
using a model which is easy to apply . the study followed the descriptive
analytical and survey approach .Data were collected through interviews
and field visits to different sites .

The most of result of the study are the following :-

-the number of working nurseries in port Sudan are three
governmental , four institutional and seven private.

-most of these depend on plant which are being brought from
kassala or Khartoum and they resort to direct selling .

-the private nurseries proved its success in the production
compared with the governmental nurseries due to availability of
capital — provisition of modern techniques leads to increasing
the productivity specially in case of these which included
wr:jgathn fertilization pest and diseases control planting types
and varieties according to the adequate



-weather circumstances helps their growing and increasing their
production .

-Based on the above results study reached to the following
recommendation :-

-Working on providing the sources of irrigation constantly in
order to better serve the nurseries through using an automation
irrigation system or mechanical or through power system

-the necessity to increase the quantity of organic fertilizers due
to their importance in nurseries production and quality of plants
growing to ensure their feature

- the necessity to intensify awareness and to pay more attention
to agricultural nurseries and work on rehabilitation of
infrastructure .
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
