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Abstract

The study aimed at elucidating the inherent factors related to the location
of the national port and its impact on import prices, time lag and its
contribution to national economy .

The study also emphasized on the efficiency of internal transportation and
its relationship with cross border trading and also imports and exports
The research used analytic descriptive approach where the location of the
port and the cumulative trade movement .

The secondary data was based on collection of in formation from its
relevant sources based on regular reports .

The Study came up with the following results :-

-The apparent location of the main port away from most of the production
or consumption areas have lead to higher transportation costs compared
to Jeddah , Aden , Musaw and Mampessa and its repercussion on external
trade.

- The current transportation facilities can not cope with external trade
due to non existence of rail way nets and old fleets .

-The development of port activities positively affected the economy and
in turn it promoted fair trade among international market and indirectly
affects the national economy .

The recommendations of the study were :-

- The development of transportation net including railways, high ways
and in the Nile course will improve the transportation in a vast country
like Sudan .

- The concentration on the development of rail way through creating
conducive environment for the personal shall have on the long run be
beneficial .

- Putting patterns of cost assessment for service sectors will improve
fairness of trade .
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
